Financial markets 
 

The last quarter of 2022 was marked by renewed optimism in financial markets. US inflation figures and economic 

indicators for December revived expectations that central banks would adopt a more accommodating stance and the 

belief that both inflation and interest rates had peaked, while the confirmation that China would end its zero-Covid 

policy improved visibility on the country's growth prospects. Investors were regaining their appetite for risk when 

2023 got underway, in light of the acceleration of growth, the fall of natural gas prices in Europe which pushed back 

the threat of inflation, China’s rapid reopening of its economy, and the resilience of US consumer spending. However, 

their optimism was brutally crushed in March, with the collapse of Silicon Valley Bank in the US and Credit Suisse's 

subsequent problems in Europe. As a result, bonds rallied, volatility soared and equities were hit hard, particularly in 

Europe where banks are more exposed to the economy and equity markets compared to their US counterparts. 

These concerns proved to be short-lived, as risk assets quickly recovered once the crisis was brought under control 

and investors were reassured by the banking sector's solid fundamentals. Equity markets remained buoyant up until 

August 2023, as the marked acceleration of US economic growth reduced the threat of recession and investors 

became excited about the prospects for AI, which boosted the share prices of the major tech stocks. From mid-

August onwards, the buoyant economy started to weigh on both equity and fixed-income markets. Inflation continued 

to accelerate, forcing central banks to maintain their hawkish rhetoric, as evidenced by Jerome Powell's speech at 

Jackson Hole.  
Although the fiscal year ended on a down note, the fact remains that the economy's resilience and solid corporate 

earnings enabled equity markets to make a strong comeback over the period under review; from 30/9/2022 to 

30/9/2023 (MSCI Europe +16.1%, S&P +19.6%, Nasdaq +34.1%, Nikkei +22.8% and MSCI Asia ex-Japon +8.4%). The 

absolute return of the Barclays Euro Agg Corporate index was -0.6% and was negatively impacted by sharply 

increasing yields over the period, which saw US 10Y Treasuries rise from 3.83% to 4.57% and German 10Y yields 

increase from 2.11% to 2.84%. 
 
Allocation 
 

At the start of the last quarter of 2022, we increased our portfolio's equity weighting from 26% to 28%, while 

maintaining a prudent bias relative to the equity pivot of 30%, and a significant liquidity bucket of over 5% invested in 

short-term credit. In December, the target allocation to equities was increased to 50% while allocation to credit was 

lowered from 70% to 50%, to achieve a balanced portfolio between equities and credit that is more consistent with a 

more inflationary environment. As a result, exposure to equities has increased from 28% to 47%, while exposure to 

credit has fallen from 62% to 47%. We maintained a prudent stance, however, with regard to our pivot of 50% 

equities and 50% credit. A significant amount of liquidity remained invested in short-term credit, and to a lesser extent 

in money-market instruments, to take advantage of newly attractive interest rates. The allocation was relatively 

cautious throughout 2023, ranging from 45% to 48% for equities and from 47% to 50% for credit, with a pivot of 50% 

equities/50% credit. We maintained a liquidity bucket of 6% to give us some flexibility in this relatively unstable market 

environment. From February onwards, we hedged interest-rate risk by buying and selling Bund contracts. We adjusted 

this hedging in accordance with interest rate movements and our economic outlook, with short exposure from 

February to March, and long exposure in April and up until the beginning of September. Lastly, in early September we 

sold euros to buy USD to hedge against the risk of economic recovery in the United States) and slower growth in 

Europe, and to increase the portfolio's defensive positioning to counter a potential increase in risk aversion, as USD 

are likely to benefit in either of these two scenarios.  
 

Equities 
 

For our equities portfolio, we use a combination of financial analysis and ESG criteria to select companies that 

promote best practices within the scopes of our investment themes. We therefore look for companies that effectively 

address the main challenges of the Environment, Health and Sustainable Consumption.  
In our search for new investment themes and ideas we tend to prefer growth and blue-chip stocks over the medium 

to long term and niche players in environmental services and new social trends that observe high standards of 

corporate governance. Throughout the year, the inclusion of more global equities in our portfolio led us to diversify 

our strategy by tapping into the universe of equities corresponding to our themes. For example, we took a position in 

Ajinomoto—a leading Japanese agri-food company specialising in amino acids, which play a key role in resolving dietary 

and health issues associated with poor eating habits and ageing—and in Canadian Pacific Railway, which is making rail a 

viable alternative to road transport for freight between Canada, the USA and Mexico. Other purchases were made in 

United Rentals, which leases industrial equipment, and in the medical innovation sector in the United States, via 

Boston Scientific, Hologic, Ionis, Merck & Co and Regeneron. In the Health sector, Eli Lilly was purchased to take 
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advantage of its strong position in the treatment of Alzheimer's disease and obesity. We also took advantage of the 

Inflation Reduction Act to gain exposure to US manufacturers, such as Hubbell (electrical equipment) and Roper 

(materials analysis and various industrial technology products). We also took positions in Palo Alto, a world leader in 

cybersecurity that contributes positively to SDG 9, and Xylem, a US maker of water treatment pumps and smart 

controllers with innovative solutions for eliminating PFAS from drinking water supplies, which contributes positively to 

SDGs 12 and 9. 
 

Credit 
 

For our credit portfolio, we adopted a carry strategy throughout the year. This strategy consisted in reducing 

exposure to rising interest rates by limiting exposure to the short and intermediate segments of the yield curve. 

Although most issuers were investment grade, this strategy was optimised by diversifying into the HY segment, via 

such issuers as Faurecia, Nexi and Valeo. We have increased our exposure to hybrid corporate bonds, such as those 

of Telefonica and Vodafone.  
 

Some of our main purchases were Orange, Véolia and Iberdrola, which has a strong presence in renewable energy. 

These issuers also reflect our overweight exposure to the most defensive sectors, such as utilities and telecoms. 

Despite the bankruptcy of Crédit Suisse, we maintained our investments in the debt of French market leaders, but did 

not add to these positions. Lastly, in September, when the primary credit market reopened, we took advantage of 

attractive premiums to purchase Legrand and Continental, two rare issuers. A few maturity extension trades were 

also made in response to the sharp rise in interest rates and the reconstitution of an attractive spread on certain 

issues.

BROKER AND TRANSACTION FEES 

Pursuant to Article 322-41 of the General Regulations of the French financial market authority (the AMF) on the rules 

of good conduct for third-party portfolio management, we inform you that the fund pays fees on the transactions on 

the financial instruments in its portfolio. 

These fees consist of: 

- broker fees, which are paid to the intermediary that executes the order. 

- account transaction fees’, which the management company does not receive. 

These fees are not audited by the Statutory Auditor. 

 

 

FINANCIAL INTERMEDIARIES 

The intermediaries which the Investment Strategy Department uses for each major asset class are monitored every 

six months by the Broker Committee. The meetings of this committee are attended by the fund managers, financial 

analysts and middle-office staff. 

At each meeting, the list of approved intermediaries is updated and a trading limit (a percentage of assets under 

management) is set for each intermediary. 

This list is updated by voting on a selection of criteria, each of which is weighted by the committee. Each person’s 

vote on each criterion is attributed the weight decided by the committee. A report on the committee's decisions is 

drafted and distributed. 

In the interim between two Broker Committee meetings, a new intermediary may be used for a specific transaction, 

provided that this intermediary is expressly approved by the Head of Management Strategies.  

This intermediary may or may not be validated at the next Broker Committee meeting. Each month, fund managers 

are provided with an updated table that shows the amount of business done with each intermediary relative to the 

percentage limit.  

If a limit is exceeded, the fund manager will receive an instruction to reduce business with the intermediary back 

below the limit. 

The above controls are used for level-three monitoring of compliance with the code of conduct.

REMUNERATION 

 

Groupama AM's Remuneration Policy 

 

1 – Qualitative information 

 

1.1. Background information  

 

Groupama Asset Management was approved as an AIFM by the AMF on 10 June 2014 and updated its Remuneration 

Policy beforehand to bring it into line with the requirements of the AIFM Directive. In early 2017, Groupama AM also 

aligned its Remuneration Policy with the UCITS 5 Directive and it was approved by the AMF on 7 April 2017. More 

recently, this Policy has integrated the obligations to take into account sustainability risks and MIFID II obligations. 

On 31 December 2022, Groupama Asset Management managed 93.5 billion euros of assets, of which AIF accounted 

for 17%, UCITS for 31% and investment mandates for 52%.  

Groupama Asset Management has drawn up a list of Identified Staff, i.e. employees who are considered to be "risk 

takers" in accordance with the AMF's guidelines. This list includes primarily the following: 

- The members of the Management Board 

- The head of Internal Auditing 

- The heads of Compliance and Internal Control  

- The heads of the Management Strategy teams 

- Fund managers and management assistants 

- The Chief Economist 

- The head of Financial Engineering 

- The head of the trading desk and traders 

- The head of Sales and the sales teams 

- The heads of the following support functions: 

• Operations 

• Sales/Marketing 

• Marketing  

• IT 

 

For many years, Groupama Asset Management's remuneration structure has applied equally to all staff members. 

There are three levels of remuneration:  

- Fixed salary 

- Individual variable remuneration 

- Collective variable remuneration (bonuses and profit-sharing). 

Every year, Groupama Asset Management compares the various components of its employees’ remunerations with 

market standards to make sure they are competitive and well balanced. It checks in particular that the fixed 

component of remuneration is a sufficiently high proportion of the total remuneration. 

 

1.2. Remuneration components 

 

1.2.1. Fixed salary  
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The fixed component of an employee's remuneration is determined when the employee is hired on the basis of the 

employee's position and responsibilities and the remuneration paid in the market for people in equivalent positions. It 

is reviewed annually or when the employee assumes a new position, and may be increased at this time. 

 

1.2.2.  Individual variable remuneration  

Individual variable remuneration depends on the employee's job and level of responsibility. It is not systematically 

granted, is highly flexible and is based on a formally documented evaluation during the annual performance review 

interview. This evaluation is designed to measure:  

- to what extent the quantitative, qualitative and possibly managerial objectives set at the start of each year were 

achieved; 

- the employee’s day-to-day performance in his or her job.  

 

The evaluation of the above is used to determine the employee’s overall level of performance for the year and to 

grant an amount of variable remuneration that is commensurate with this performance. 

 

1.2.3. Performance evaluation 

Managers set objectives for each of their staff members in accordance with the company’s strategy and its 

implementation in the manager’s department. Each objective is weighted in accordance with its relative importance. 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the following rules must be observed:  

 

- All managers must have a managerial objective 

- An employee cannot have only quantitative objectives  

▪ Quantitative objectives may account for 60% to 70% of the objectives of salespeople and managers (except in 

certain cases, such as some junior and manager positions which involve more sales-related work).  

▪  The performance objectives of fund managers must be achieved over multiple years (1-year and 3-year 

performance) and in compliance with the rules that apply to asset management (and in particular the ESG 

framework, which consists of Groupama AM's Coal Policy and the Major ESG Risks Policy.  

▪ The performance objectives of salespeople must reflect their ability to ensure client loyalty. 

 

- Qualitative objectives serve to: 

▪ Limit the importance of strictly financial performance 

▪ Account for such behaviour as risk taking, consideration of the client’s and the company’s interests, observing 

procedures and being a good team member. 

 

- The objectives of employees in risk, internal control and compliance functions are set independently of the 

objectives of the business lines these employees monitor and/or validate. 

 

The objectives and overall performance of employees are assessed using criteria that are validated by the Groupama 

Group’s Human Resources Department, which oversees the evaluation process and the performance evaluation tools 

of the Group’s companies.  

 

1.2.3.1.  Calculation and awarding of variable remuneration 

The group must validate the annual budget for the variable remuneration to be granted the following year. On the 

basis of the company’s projected earnings and above all its fund inflows and the performance of its management, 

Groupama Asset Management’s senior management proposes a variable remuneration budget to Group senior 

management. Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the amount proposed must take into account the 

company’s risk exposure. This amount may therefore be reduced if the company's performance adversely affects 

Groupama AM's solvency. 

 

The Human Resources Department monitors the consistency and fairness of the amounts of variable remuneration 

that managers propose for their staff. It makes sure in particular that these amounts are consistent with performance 

evaluations and if necessary may submit a different amount for the manager’s approval. 

 

Groupama Asset Management does not pay guaranteed variable remuneration, except on an exceptional basis when 

recruiting certain employees. Such guaranteed variable remuneration is strictly limited to one year and is usually paid 

after a trial period. 

 

1.2.3.2.  Payment of variable remuneration 

Individual variable remuneration for a given year is usually paid the following year in March. 

However, pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, if the variable remuneration that is granted to an employee 

who is a member of Identified Staff exceeds the amount validated by Groupama Asset Management's Remuneration 

Committee, it must be split into the following two parts:  
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- The first part is announced and irrevocably granted to the employee immediately after the performance 

evaluation period. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual variable remuneration and is paid in 

cash, generally in March of the following year. 

- The second part is announced but its vesting is deferred. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual 

variable remuneration. It is paid in instalments of one third in the second, third and fourth years following the 

year of granting and is subject to a clawback provision. It is indexed to a basket of funds that are representative 

of the management strategy entrusted to the employee, or in the case of employees whose jobs are not directly 

related to the management of one or more investment portfolios, are representative of Groupama Asset 

Management’s overall investment strategy. 

 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, Groupama Asset Management has implemented a clawback 

arrangement whereby the granting and payment of the deferred portion of variable remuneration may be reduced if 

the employee's performance adversely affects Groupama Asset Management's solvency. Such reductions for a given 

fiscal year will be uniformly applied to all Identified Staff members who were eligible for deferred variable 

remuneration that year. Reductions of variable remuneration must be decided by senior management and validated by 

the Remuneration Committee. 

 

There is also a behaviour-based individual penalty system to sanction fraud, dishonesty, serious fault or risk-taking 

behaviour that is ungoverned or inconsistent with the relevant investment strategy or sustainability policy. General 

Management may propose that the Remuneration Committee also apply this penalty to the supervisor(s) of the 

person sanctioned. 

 

1.2.4.  Collective variable remuneration  

Every permanent or temporary employee who has worked for the company for at least three months in a given fiscal 

year is entitled to receive collective variable remuneration consisting of a bonus and a share of the group’s profits. 

The total collective variable remuneration paid by Groupama AM is allocated between the eligible employees mainly in 

proportion to their annual gross remuneration. Groupama Asset Management tops up the amounts that employees 

invest in their PEE employee savings plans and PERCO collective pension plans up to the maximum amount specified 

in the agreements on these plans.  

 

1.3. Remuneration governance 

 

Groupama Asset Management set up its Remuneration Committee in 2011. In compliance with the AIFM and UCITS 

V directives, this committee has four members, two of whom are independent, including the committee's chair, who 

has the casting vote. 

The members of the Remuneration Committee are:  

- Eric Pinon, Chair  

- Muriel Faure 

- Cyril Roux  

- Cécile Daubignard 

 

The role of the Remuneration Committee is to:  

o Oversee the implementation of the Remuneration Policy and any changes made thereto 

o Make recommendations on the fixed and variable remuneration of the members of the Management Committee 

and on variable remunerations that exceed 100% of an employee’s fixed salary 

o Oversee the remuneration of the employees in charge of the risk management and compliance functions 

o Make recommendations on the remuneration of Groupama Asset Management’s senior executive officers 

o Assess the procedure and arrangements adopted to assure that: 

✓ the remuneration system addresses all risk categories, including sustainability and liquidity risks, and 

the amount of assets under management; 

✓ the policy is compatible with the management company's business strategy, objectives, values and 

interests. 

o Assess a number of scenarios to test how the remuneration system responds to future external and internal 

events and perform ex-post checks. 

 

1.4. The people responsible for granting remuneration at Groupama Asset Management 

 

Aside from the Remuneration Committee (see above), which oversees the implementation of the Remuneration 

Policy, the people responsible for granting remuneration are:  

- Mirela Agache, CEO of Groupama Asset Management 

- Adeline Buisson, Groupama Asset Management's Head of Human Resources. 
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1.5. Findings of the annual internal, central and independent auditing of Groupama Asset Management’s 

Remuneration Policy and its implementation 

 

In 2022, Groupama Asset Management’s Internal Audit department audited the Remuneration Policy in accordance 

with regulatory requirements. This audit found that the remuneration policy was correctly implemented and found no 

significant errors or anomalies. The recommendations subsequent to the audit conducted in late 2021 have been 

implemented. Four recommendations were made by the Internal Audit Department and adopted by the 

Remuneration Committee. None of these recommendations calls into question Groupama Asset Management's 

current procedures for indexing deferred variable remuneration.

1. ACCOUNTING RULES AND METHODS 

 

The annual accounts are presented in accordance with ANC Regulation No. 2014-01, as amended. 

 

The following general accounting principles are observed: 

- true and fair view, comparability, on-going concern 

- compliance and fairness 

- conservatism 

- consistency of accounting methods. 

 

Interest on fixed-income securities is recognised on a cash basis. 

 

The recognition of purchases and sales of securities does not include fees and charges. 

The portfolio's accounting currency is the euro. 

The fiscal year is 12 months long. 

 

Asset valuation rules 

 

Valuation methods  

 

 Securities traded on a French or foreign regulated market 

• Securities traded in the eurozone and Europe: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Asia-Pacific region: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Americas region: 

=> most recent price the day before the valuation day. 

 

A security whose price was not observed on the valuation day is valued at the most recent officially published price. A 

security whose price has been adjusted is valued at its probable market value, under the responsibility of the fund 

manager or the management company. 

 

Foreign securities that are not denominated in euros are converted into their value in euros at the exchange rate 

published in Paris on the valuation day. 

 

 Securities that are not traded on a regulated market 

• Unlisted securities are valued at their likely market value under the responsibility of the fund manager or the 

management company. These valuations were provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing purposes. 

• Securities traded on an unregulated market (such as an OTC market) are valued at the most recent price 

observed on this market. 

 

 Fund securities, shares and units 

These are valued at the last known net asset value. 

 

 Negotiable debt securities (TCN) 

Negotiable debt securities (short term and medium term, commercial paper and notes issued by financial companies 

and specialised financial institutions) are valued in accordance with the following rules:  

•  at the price of transactions in the market  

• In the absence of a significant market price, using an actuarial method and the reference interest rate of 

equivalent securities, with an additional margin, if necessary, to account for the issuer's intrinsic characteristics.

•  Temporary acquisitions of securities 

Securities acquired under repurchase agreements and borrowed securities are booked in the buyer's portfolio as 

"Receivables on reverse repos and borrowed securities" at the amount stipulated in the agreement plus the interest 

receivable. 

• Temporary disposals of securities 

Securities disposed of under repurchase agreements and lent securities are booked in the seller's portfolio at their 

current market value. 

The payable on securities disposed of under a repurchase agreement and on lent securities is booked in the seller's 

portfolio at the contractual value plus accrued interest. When the contract is settled, the interest paid or received is 

recognised as receivables income. 

•  Collateral and margin calls 

Collateral received is valued at its mark-to-market price. 

Daily variation margins are calculated by determining the difference between the valuation of the market price of the 

collateral provided and the valuation of the market price of the collateralised instruments. 

 

In general, financial instruments for which a price is not observed on the valuation date or whose price has been 

corrected are valued at their most likely trading value under the responsibility of the fund's board of directors or 

management board, if the fund is a SICAV fund, or under the responsibility of the management company if the fund is 

an FCP fund. These valuations and their justifications must be provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing 

purposes. 

 

 Off-balance sheet commitments  

 

Futures are valued at their nominal value x quantity x settlement price x (currency) 

Options are valued on the basis of their underlying assets 

Swaps are valued as follows: 

Hedging and non-hedging interest rate swaps 

The commitment is the nominal value plus the market price of the fixed leg (if FR/VR) or of the variable leg (if VR/FR).

The commitment is the nominal value plus the stock market value (if the fund has adopted the simplified valuation 

method). 

 

Management fees 

 

These fees include all fees charged directly to the fund, except for transaction expenses. Transaction expenses include 

intermediary fees (e.g. brokerage fees, stock market taxes, etc.) and any transaction fee that may be charged, in 

particular by the custodian or the management company.

• Performance fees. These are paid to the management company when the fund exceeds its objectives. They are 

therefore charged to the fund.

Swing-pricing mechanism  
Groupama Asset Management has implemented a swing pricing mechanism. 
Swing pricing serves to ensure that fund shareholders do not bear the portfolio trading costs necessary to honour 
subscriptions and redemptions, by allocating some or all of these costs to the investors who subscribe or redeem 
shares. Swing pricing does not exempt the Management Company from its obligations in respect of best execution, 
cash management, asset eligibility or fund valuation. Other than some minor administrative costs swing pricing may 
entail, its use does not increase the fund’s costs, but simply reallocates costs between shareholders.  
 
Swing pricing serves to adjust the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. This swing factor is an 
estimate of the differences between the supply and demand for the assets in which the Sub-fund is invested, and 
possibly of the various transaction costs, taxes and related expenses incurred by the Sub-fund when purchasing and/or 
selling the underlying assets. The swing mechanism trigger level and the amplitude of the swing of the net asset value 
of each of the sub-fund’s share classes are specific to the sub-fund and are revised by Swing Price Committee, which 
means quarterly. This committee may modify swing pricing parameters at any time, and in particular during financial 
market crises. 
 
The Fund’s Board of Directors decides whether a partial swing or a full swing  is necessary. In the case of a partial 
swing, the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes will be increased or decreased when net 
subscriptions or redemptions respectively exceed a certain threshold (the ‘swing threshold’), which the Board of 
Directors sets for each Sub-fund.  
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In the case of a full swing, no swing threshold will be applied. The swing factor will have the following effects on 
subscriptions and redemptions: 
 
1) If a Sub-fund is in a positive net subscription situation on a given Valuation Day (i.e. the value of subscriptions 

exceeds the value of redemptions and also exceeds the swing threshold, if applicable), the swing factor will be 
applied to increase the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 

 
2) If a Sub-fund is in a positive net redemption situation on a given Valuation Day (i.e. the value of redemptions 

exceeds the value of subscriptions and also exceeds the swing factor, if applicable), the swing factor will be applied 
to decrease the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 
 

3) When the swing pricing method is used, the volatility of the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes 
may not reflect the portfolio's actual performance (and thus deviate from the Sub-fund's benchmark index).

After the deceleration of growth in the last quarter of 2022, the first few months of 2023 saw an improvement in the 

global economic outlook, despite renewed geopolitical tensions and the intensification of the war in Ukraine. 

Increased tensions between the United States and China culminated in the destruction by the US army of a spy 

balloon that was flying over sensitive sites in Montana. On the economic front, for the first time since 2021 the IMF 

raised its forecast for global growth in 2023, from 2.7% to 2.9%, and is forecasting 5.2% growth for China. In the 

major economies, although consumer price indices continued to decelerate, core inflation (which excludes volatile 

energy and food components) seemed to be stickier. In the eurozone, inflation was 5.6%, thus exceeding the 5.3% 

forecast. Against this backdrop, the Federal Reserve and the ECB raised their key rates by 25 bp and 50 bp 

respectively. The Bank of England also raised its rate by 50 bp. 

 

March was marked by the return of risk aversion following the collapse of Silicon Valley Bank, the difficulties of Crédit 

Suisse in Europe and, more generally, those of lightly regulated commercial banks in the United States. Faced with the 

imminent risk of a systemic banking crisis, the Fed acted swiftly and decisively through its Federal Deposit Insurance 

Corporation and then set up a new bank term funding programme to provide loans of up to one year to all US retail 

and commercial banks, while accepting all eligible collateral at par value. Against this backdrop, encouraging figures on 

employment and new orders in the services sector, and even in the manufacturing sector, went almost unnoticed on 

both sides of the Atlantic. In the US, the Economic Surprise Index continued its upward ascension throughout March. 

Lastly, inflationary pressures did not abate, particularly in the services sector, as shown by the core inflation indices, 

which were up about 5.5% YoY in the US and Europe. In response to this persistent inflation, the Fed and the ECB 

maintained their restrictive policies and raised their key interest rates by 0.50% in the eurozone and 0.25% in the 

United States. Lastly, quality corporate bonds saw their prices rise even as their spreads widened, thus outperforming 

high-yield bonds, which posted a slightly negative return. 

 

The stressful situation of the US regional banks continued to ease during April, giving way to a relatively calm market 

in which the main drivers were macroeconomic news and first-quarter earnings reports. On the macroeconomic 

front, surprise indices continued to weaken on both sides of the Atlantic, reflecting the further deterioration of the 

manufacturing sector, which was already in recessionary territory, and a services sector that was generally less 

resilient than expected. And yet labour markets remained tight and lower intermediate goods prices failed to filter 

through to the services sector. As a result, core inflation (which excludes volatile items such as energy and food) 

continued to rise at a robust pace of 5.6% in the eurozone and 4.6% in the United States, indicating the persistence of 

inflationary pressures. The relatively modest performance of bond markets in April (+0.1% for the generic bond 

index) masks a more mixed picture over the course of the month. The easing of market tensions initially resulted in 

higher sovereign yields and the tightening of credit spreads, which was partly offset by the significant fall in oil and 

commodity prices toward the end of the month. In the currency arena, the euro gained 1.7% against the US dollar and 

4.1% against the yen.  

 

In May, markets continued to suffer from debt ceiling negotiations in the United States and China's slowing economy. 

The sharp fall in commodity prices (-10% for oil, -9% for industrial metals and -6% for natural gas), in the wake of 

disappointing Chinese growth figures, caused break-even inflation rates to fall across all maturities, and depressed 

nominal yields initially. In bond markets, stresses on short-term US Treasuries fuelled a substantial tax premium on 

the US yield curve (+40 bp), maintained the volatility of sovereign bonds (which returned a modest 0.4% overall), and 

drove the USD up 3.1%. The commentary of the Federal Reserve and the ECB that accompanied their 0.25% rate 

hikes at the start of the month continued to point to the risk of excessively high inflation and the need to maintain, or 

possibly even strengthen, their hawkish bias over the coming months.  

 

The economic surprise indices for the US and Europe continued to diverge in June. In the United States, despite 

manufacturing activity indices that continued to point to slowing growth, some exceeded expectations, such as the 

Philly Fed and New York State Empire indices. Good news also came from the property sector, where the 

developers' index returned to expansion territory, and also from the labour market, where job vacancies had been 

rising since March. These factors further and sharply boosted consumer confidence and prompted the Fed to raise its 

growth forecast for 2023 to 1.0% (vs. 0.4% previously), while marking a pause in its rate hikes. In Europe, despite a 

timid dip in the core price index, the ECB was still concerned about the high level of inflation, and maintained pressure 

on financial conditions by raising its key rate by 0.25%. Sovereign debt suffered from rising yields across almost all 

maturities, with returns ranging from -1.0% to 0.5% (the notable exception being long-dated issues, which gained 

1.0%), as did corporate debt (-0.4%). However, high-yield bonds gained 0.5%. Lastly, after rising sharply in April, the 

USD slipped 1.4% against the EUR.  
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July was largely a continuation of the previous month. In the United States, the economic surprises index posted 

another sharp gain, reaching its highest level of the year. Boosted by rising real incomes and a robust labour market, 

consumer confidence reached its highest level of the year and in turn significant boosted the morale of small and 

medium-sized businesses over the month. Hard data—such as property sales, durable goods orders and capital goods 

orders—were also surprisingly strong. Lastly, the June PMI and ISM manufacturing and services surveys once ahead 

converged, with the latter rebounding sharply, while inflationary pressures eased, particularly in the less volatile 

segments of the economy. In Europe, confidence was still low, despite economic surprises that were generally 

positive, namely Q2 growth, the labour market's resilience and the slowing of inflation. Against this backdrop, 

monetary authorities on both sides of the Atlantic decided to raise their key rates by 0.25%, while emphasising the 

already restrictive level of monetary policy achieved and the possibility of not raising rates further at future meetings. 

In China, the Politburo meeting of 30 July affirmed its intention to use various means to stimulate consumer spending 

more vigorously. Very long-dated bonds did poorly (-2%), while the short and intermediate segments of the yield 

curve did better (from 0% to 0.4%), as did both investment-grade and high-yield corporate bonds, which returned 

over 1%. Finally, real bonds (inflation-linked) significantly outperformed nominal bonds, returning 1%.  

 

Unlike previous months, in August there was considerable divergence in both financial markets and financial news. US 

economic surprise indices fell back in the second half of the month, after reaching their highest level of the year. The 

property sector, and in particular a sharp drop in the developers' index, accounted for the worst surprises, ahead of 

weak economic indicators, particularly in the services sector. Consumer confidence surveys were also disappointing, 

as were some hard data numbers, such as durable goods orders. So, despite strong corporate earnings reports, 

developed equity markets fell by -4% to -5%, before recouping some of their losses in the second half of the month. 

Over the month, most equity indices posted losses ranging from -0.5% for European defensive stocks to -7.5% for 

Chinese and Korean equities, with generic US and European indices down and 1.8% and 3% respectively. In bond 

markets, the Euro Aggregate index returned 0.3%, in line with short- and medium-maturity sovereign bonds (+0.4%), 

while high-yield bonds once again outperformed the overall market, gaining 0.5%. In other markets, the most 

significant trends were the continued rise in oil prices, which began in July (+2%), and the strengthening of the USD 

against all of the major currencies (+1.7%).  

 

September was marked by the gap between good economic news and the negative returns of financial assets. Belying 

most economic and sentiment surveys, the US economy continued to surprise on the positive side. The previous few 

weeks saw the emergence of positive surprises from the industrial sector, in terms of both regional Fed surveys and 

hard data (namely industrial production and capacity utilisation). The strong resilience of the labour market—as 

evidenced by both job creation and a higher participation rate—boosted wages, which grew faster than the consumer 

price index. This gain in purchasing power boosted spending on both consumer and capital goods, and consequently 

growth, prompting the Federal Reserve to revise its growth forecasts for 2023 and 2024 upward, by 1.0% and 0.5% 

respectively. In Europe, the situation was more uncertain, due to the tightening of financial conditions and its 

restrictive impact on investment and the property sector, and to the sluggishness of exports, which is partly 

attributable to the weakness of the Chinese economy. In financial markets, central bank monetary policy meetings 

were the main focus of attention, with the ECB raising its key rate by 0.25% and the Fed projecting a rate hike for the 

end of the year and postponing two cuts in 2024. This pushed real yields up significantly on both sides of the Atlantic 

(by 30 bp on average) and thus depressed the prices of most financial assets. Meanwhile, energy prices, and more 

specifically oil prices, continued to rise (by 4% and 10% respectively), as Saudi Arabia and Russia cut back on 

production.  

 

In bond markets, rising sovereign yields triggered sharp drops in the prices of sovereign bonds, of 6% and 3% 

respectively for very-long-dated and long-dated issues, and of 1% to 2% for medium-dated. The generic bond index 

was thus down by 2%. Corporate bonds outperformed, with the high-yield segment even posting a slight gain of 0.3%. 

 

 

Investment strategy 

 

Sept 22 

 

Although we continued to protect our portfolio against rising interest rates, given the level they had reached, we 

slightly reduced our underweight duration in the eurozone mid-month by increasing our exposure to longer-term 

segments of neutral duration. We sold conventional Belgian debt for green debt and slightly trimmed our exposure to 

short-term inflation. 

 

October 22 

 

We maintained our defensive stance against rising interest rates, particularly over the short term. Our underweight in 

the peripheral countries of Italy and Spain was reduced. We participated in the Tokyo Metro issue. 
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November 22 

 

We adopted a less defensive strategy in November, bringing the portfolio's duration to a more neutral position. 

Exposure was shifted along the yield curve to capture additional yield. In a less risk-averse market environment, 

exposure to the peripheral countries was almost neutral. In the credit market we participated in longer maturity 

primary market issues (VW, AIB, Vonovia and Arkea).  

 

December 22 

 

The fund adopted a more defensive stance against rising interest rates, with a negative bias towards the peripheral 

countries.  

 

January 23 

 

The fund maintained its defensive stance against interest rate exposure, particularly in the eurozone. Short Italy and 

long credit positions were maintained. 

 

March 23 

 

The defensive strategy was maintained across all regions and particularly the eurozone, with a preference for inflation-

linked assets, which was strengthened.   

 

April 23 

 

Given the unclear market outlook, the defensive stance was maintained given the persistence of inflation and the risk 

of policy rate hikes and repricing. We were therefore very defensively positioned at the short end of the curve. We 

reduced our Italian short at the short end due to the carry and the market's narrow trading range, and switched from 

non-green Italy to 8-yr green bonds. We reduced our underweight in the US, preferring this market to the eurozone 

given the different pace of central bank policy implementation. 

 

May 23 

 

We maintained a cautious strategy, with an underweight at the short end of the curve and a reduced underweight in 

Italy. We remained confident in inflation-linked bonds and in medium-term credit as a carry trade. We preferred the 

US to the eurozone. 

 

June 23 

 

We maintained a cautious stance, with underweight exposure to interest rates which was slightly reduced. Inflation 

exposures were maintained.  
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July 23 

 

The portfolio's overall duration was increased over the month, but purchases at the short end of the curve maintained 

a defensive stance. A 10/30-year curve steepening strategy was implemented. 

 

August 23 

 

The portfolio's underweight overall duration was maintained.  

 

September 23 

 

The fund's defensive strategy was maintained, with an overall relative duration of 95%. We adopted a cautious stance 

on Italian debt, particularly at the long end of the curve. We our tactical 10/30-year curve steepening strategy.  

 

 

Non-financial commentary 

 

Throughout the fiscal year, the fund's management was careful to maintain its high exposure to green bonds, which 

accounted for 99.7% of the portfolio, excluding cash and cash equivalents and units held in FCP funds. 

 

The fund’s green share is 14% vs. 7% for its benchmark index. 

 

The fund's carbon intensity of 377 tCO2 is well below the 574 of its benchmark index. 

 

Most of the green projects financed are in the energy (28%), construction (21%) and transport (20%) sectors. 

 

Of the investments that contribute positively to sustainable development goals, 20% are for industry, innovation and 

infrastructure, 20% are for responsible consumption and production, and 20% serve to prevent climate change. 

 

Other investments of this type were for clean and affordable energy (16%) and sustainable cities and communities 

(15%). 

 

Over the fiscal year from 30 September 2022 to 29 September 2023, the share classes of the 

GROUPAMA FUND GLOBAL GREEN BOND fund posted the following net returns:

The intermediaries which the Investment Strategy Department uses for each major asset class are monitored every 

six months by the Broker Committee. The meetings of this committee are attended by the fund managers, financial 

analysts and middle-office staff. 

At each meeting, the list of approved intermediaries is updated and a trading limit (a percentage of assets under 

management) is set for each intermediary. 

This list is updated by voting on a selection of criteria, each of which is weighted by the committee. Each person’s 

vote on each criterion is attributed the weight decided by the committee. A report on the committee's decisions is 

drafted and distributed. 

In the interim between two Broker Committee meetings, a new intermediary may be used for a specific transaction, 

provided that this intermediary is expressly approved by the Head of Management Strategies.  

This intermediary may or may not be validated at the next Broker Committee meeting. Each month, fund managers 

are provided with an updated table that shows the amount of business done with each intermediary relative to the 

percentage limit.  

If a limit is exceeded, the fund manager will receive an instruction to reduce business with the intermediary back 

below the limit. 

The above controls are used for level-three monitoring of compliance with the code of conduct.

REMUNERATION 

 

Groupama AM's Remuneration Policy 

 

1 – Qualitative information 

 

2.1. Background information  

 

Groupama Asset Management was approved as an AIFM by the AMF on 10 June 2014 and updated its Remuneration 

Policy beforehand to bring it into line with the requirements of the AIFM Directive. In early 2017, Groupama AM also 

aligned its Remuneration Policy with the UCITS 5 Directive and it was approved by the AMF on 7 April 2017. More 

recently, this Policy has integrated the obligations to take into account sustainability risks and MIFID II obligations. 

On 31 December 2022, Groupama Asset Management managed 93.5 billion euros of assets, of which AIF accounted 

for 17%, UCITS for 31% and investment mandates for 52%.  

Groupama Asset Management has drawn up a list of Identified Staff, i.e. employees who are considered to be "risk 

takers" in accordance with the AMF's guidelines. This list includes primarily the following: 

- The members of the Management Board 

- The head of Internal Auditing 

- The heads of Compliance and Internal Control  

- The heads of the Management Strategy teams 

- Fund managers and management assistants 

- The Chief Economist 

- The head of Financial Engineering 

- The head of the trading desk and traders 

- The head of Sales and the sales teams 

- The heads of the following support functions: 

• Operations 

• Sales/Marketing 

• Marketing  

• IT 

 

For many years, Groupama Asset Management's remuneration structure has applied equally to all staff members. 

There are three levels of remuneration:  

- Fixed salary 

- Individual variable remuneration 

- Collective variable remuneration (bonuses and profit-sharing). 

Every year, Groupama Asset Management compares the various components of its employees’ remunerations with 

market standards to make sure they are competitive and well balanced. It checks in particular that the fixed 

component of remuneration is a sufficiently high proportion of the total remuneration. 

 

2.2. Remuneration components 
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2.2.1. Fixed salary  

The fixed component of an employee's remuneration is determined when the employee is hired on the basis of the 

employee's position and responsibilities and the remuneration paid in the market for people in equivalent positions. It 

is reviewed annually or when the employee assumes a new position, and may be increased at this time. 

 

2.2.2.  Individual variable remuneration  

Individual variable remuneration depends on the employee's job and level of responsibility. It is not systematically 

granted, is highly flexible and is based on a formally documented evaluation during the annual performance review 

interview. This evaluation is designed to measure:  

- to what extent the quantitative, qualitative and possibly managerial objectives set at the start of each year were 

achieved; 

- the employee’s day-to-day performance in his or her job.  

 

The evaluation of the above is used to determine the employee’s overall level of performance for the year and to 

grant an amount of variable remuneration that is commensurate with this performance. 

 

2.2.3. Performance evaluation 

Managers set objectives for each of their staff members in accordance with the company’s strategy and its 

implementation in the manager’s department. Each objective is weighted in accordance with its relative importance. 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the following rules must be observed:  

 

- All managers must have a managerial objective 

- An employee cannot have only quantitative objectives  

▪ Quantitative objectives may account for 60% to 70% of the objectives of salespeople and managers (except in 

certain cases, such as some junior and manager positions which involve more sales-related work).  

▪ The performance objectives of fund managers must be achieved over multiple years (1-year and 3-year 

performance) and in compliance with the rules that apply to asset management (and in particular the ESG 

framework, which consists of Groupama AM's Coal Policy and the Major ESG Risks Policy. 

▪ The performance objectives of salespeople must reflect their ability to ensure client loyalty. 

 

- Qualitative objectives serve to: 

▪ Limit the importance of strictly financial performance 

▪ Account for such behaviour as risk taking, consideration of the client’s and the company’s interests, observing 

procedures and being a good team member. 

 

- The objectives of employees in risk, internal control and compliance functions are set independently of the 

objectives of the business lines these employees monitor and/or validate. 

 

The objectives and overall performance of employees are assessed using criteria that are validated by the Groupama 

Group’s Human Resources Department, which oversees the evaluation process and the performance evaluation tools 

of the Group’s companies.  

 

2.2.3.1.  Calculation and awarding of variable remuneration 

The group must validate the annual budget for the variable remuneration to be granted the following year. On the 

basis of the company’s projected earnings and above all its fund inflows and the performance of its management, 

Groupama Asset Management’s senior management proposes a variable remuneration budget to Group senior 

management. Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the amount proposed must take into account the 

company’s risk exposure. This amount may therefore be reduced if the company's performance adversely affects 

Groupama AM's solvency. 

 

The Human Resources Department monitors the consistency and fairness of the amounts of variable remuneration 

that managers propose for their staff. It makes sure in particular that these amounts are consistent with performance 

evaluations and if necessary may submit a different amount for the manager’s approval. 

 

Groupama Asset Management does not pay guaranteed variable remuneration, except on an exceptional basis when 

recruiting certain employees. Such guaranteed variable remuneration is strictly limited to one year and is usually paid 

after a trial period. 

 

2.2.3.2.  Payment of variable remuneration 

Individual variable remuneration for a given year is usually paid the following year in March. 
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However, pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, if the variable remuneration that is granted to an employee 

who is a member of Identified Staff exceeds the amount validated by Groupama Asset Management's Remuneration 

Committee, it must be split into the following two parts:  

 

- The first part is announced and irrevocably granted to the employee immediately after the performance 

evaluation period. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual variable remuneration and is paid in 

cash, generally in March of the following year. 

- The second part is announced but its vesting is deferred. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual 

variable remuneration. It is paid in instalments of one third in the second, third and fourth years following the 

year of granting and is subject to a clawback provision. It is indexed to a basket of funds that are representative 

of the management strategy entrusted to the employee, or in the case of employees whose jobs are not directly 

related to the management of one or more investment portfolios, are representative of Groupama Asset 

Management’s overall investment strategy. 

 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, Groupama Asset Management has implemented a clawback 

arrangement whereby the granting and payment of the deferred portion of variable remuneration may be reduced if 

the employee's performance adversely affects Groupama Asset Management's solvency. Such reductions for a given 

fiscal year will be uniformly applied to all Identified Staff members who were eligible for deferred variable 

remuneration that year. Reductions of variable remuneration must be decided by senior management and validated by 

the Remuneration Committee. 

 

There is also a behaviour-based individual penalty system to sanction fraud, dishonesty, serious fault or risk-taking 

behaviour that is ungoverned or inconsistent with the relevant investment strategy or sustainability policy. General 

Management may propose that the Remuneration Committee also apply this penalty to the supervisor(s) of the 

person sanctioned. 

 

2.2.4.  Collective variable remuneration  

Every permanent or temporary employee who has worked for the company for at least three months in a given fiscal 

year is entitled to receive collective variable remuneration consisting of a bonus and a share of the group’s profits. 

The total collective variable remuneration paid by Groupama AM is allocated between the eligible employees mainly in 

proportion to their annual gross remuneration. Groupama Asset Management tops up the amounts that employees 

invest in their PEE employee savings plans and PERCO collective pension plans up to the maximum amount specified 

in the agreements on these plans.  

 

2.3. Remuneration governance 

 

Groupama Asset Management set up its Remuneration Committee in 2011. In compliance with the AIFM and UCITS 

V directives, this committee has four members, two of whom are independent, including the committee's chair, who 

has the casting vote. 

The members of the Remuneration Committee are:  

- Eric Pinon, Chair  

- Muriel Faure 

- Cyril Roux  

- Cécile Daubignard 

 

The role of the Remuneration Committee is to:  

o Oversee the implementation of the Remuneration Policy and any changes made thereto 

o Make recommendations on the fixed and variable remuneration of the members of the Management Committee 

and on variable remunerations that exceed 100% of an employee’s fixed salary 

o Oversee the remuneration of the employees in charge of the risk management and compliance functions 

o Make recommendations on the remuneration of Groupama Asset Management’s senior executive officers 

o Assess the procedure and arrangements adopted to assure that: 

✓ the remuneration system addresses all risk categories, including sustainability and liquidity risks, and 

the amount of assets under management; 

✓ the policy is compatible with the management company's business strategy, objectives, values and 

interests. 

o Assess a number of scenarios to test how the remuneration system responds to future external and internal 

events and perform ex-post checks. 

 

2.4. The people responsible for granting remuneration at Groupama Asset Management 
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Aside from the Remuneration Committee (see above), which oversees the implementation of the Remuneration 

Policy, the people responsible for granting remuneration are:  

- Mirela Agache, CEO of Groupama Asset Management 

- Adeline Buisson, Groupama Asset Management's Head of Human Resources. 

 

2.5. Findings of the annual internal, central and independent auditing of Groupama Asset Management’s 

Remuneration Policy and its implementation 

 

In 2022, Groupama Asset Management’s Internal Audit department audited the Remuneration Policy in accordance 

with regulatory requirements. This audit found that the remuneration policy was correctly implemented and found no 

significant errors or anomalies. The recommendations subsequent to the audit conducted in late 2021 have been 

implemented. Four recommendations were made by the Internal Audit Department and adopted by the 

Remuneration Committee. None of these recommendations calls into question Groupama Asset Management's 

current procedures for indexing deferred variable remuneration.

1. ACCOUNTING RULES AND METHODS 
 
 

 
 

 

 
 

 

The annual accounts are presented in accordance with ANC Regulation No. 2014-01, as amended. 

 

The following general accounting principles are observed: 

- true and fair view, comparability, on-going concern 

- compliance and fairness 

- conservatism 

- consistency of accounting methods. 

 

Interest on fixed-income securities is recognised on an accrual basis. 

 

The recognition of purchases and sales of securities does not include fees and charges. 

The portfolio's accounting currency is the euro. 

The fiscal year is 12 months long. 

 

Asset valuation rules 

 

Valuation methods  
 

 Securities traded on a French or foreign regulated market 

• Securities traded in the eurozone and Europe: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Asia-Pacific region: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Americas region: 

=> most recent price the day before the valuation day. 
 

A security whose price was not observed on the valuation day is valued at the most recent officially published price. A 

security whose price has been adjusted is valued at its probable market value, under the responsibility of the fund 

manager or the management company. 
 

Foreign securities that are not denominated in euros are converted into their value in euros at the exchange rate 

published in Paris on the valuation day. 
 

 Securities that are not traded on a regulated market 

• Unlisted securities are valued at their likely market value under the responsibility of the fund manager or the 

management company. These valuations were provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing purposes. 

• Securities traded on an unregulated market (such as an OTC market) are valued at the most recent price 

observed on this market. 
 

 Fund securities, shares and units 

These are valued at the last known net asset value. 
 

 Negotiable debt securities (TCN) 

Negotiable debt securities (short term and medium term, commercial paper and notes issued by financial companies 

and specialised financial institutions) are valued in accordance with the following rules:  

•  at the price of transactions in the market  

•  In the absence of a significant market price, using an actuarial method and the reference interest rate of 

equivalent securities, with an additional margin, if necessary, to account for the issuer's intrinsic characteristics.  
 

 Over-the-counter transactions 

Transactions that are conducted on an over-the-counter market that is approved pursuant to the regulations that 

apply to collective investment undertakings are valued at their market value.  
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 Futures and options transactions 

• Futures traded on derivatives markets are valued at the day's settlement price. 

• Options traded on derivatives markets are valued at the day's closing price. 
 

 Securities financing transactions 

•  Temporary acquisitions of securities 

Securities acquired under repurchase agreements and borrowed securities are booked in the buyer's portfolio as 

"Receivables on reverse repos and borrowed securities" at the amount stipulated in the agreement plus the interest 

receivable. 

•  Temporary disposals of securities 

Securities disposed of under repurchase agreements and lent securities are booked in the seller's portfolio at their 

current market value. 

The payable on securities disposed of under a repurchase agreement and on lent securities is booked in the seller's 

portfolio at the contractual value plus accrued interest. When the contract is settled, the interest paid or received is 

recognised as receivables income. 

• Collateral and margin calls 

Collateral received is valued at its mark-to-market price. 

Daily variation margins are calculated by determining the difference between the valuation of the market price of the 

collateral provided and the valuation of the market price of the collateralised instruments. 

 
In general, financial instruments for which a price is not observed on the valuation date or whose price has been 

corrected are valued at their most likely trading value under the responsibility of the fund's board of directors or 

management board, if the fund is a SICAV fund, or under the responsibility of the management company if the fund is 

an FCP fund. These valuations and their justifications must be provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing 

purposes.  
 

Off-balance sheet commitments  

Futures are valued at their nominal value x quantity x settlement price x (currency) 

Options are valued on the basis of their underlying assets 

Swaps are valued as follows: 
 

Hedging and non-hedging interest rate swaps 

The commitment is the nominal value plus the market price of the fixed leg (if FR/VR) or of the variable leg (if VR/FR). 
 

Other swaps 

The commitment is the nominal value plus the stock market value (if the fund has adopted the simplified valuation 

method). 
 

Management fees 

These fees include all fees charged directly to the Fund, except for transaction expenses. Transaction expenses include 

intermediary fees (e.g. brokerage fees, stock market taxes, etc.) and any transaction fee that may be charged, in 

particular by the custodian or the management company.  
 

The following fees and charges may also be charged:  

• Performance fees. These are paid to the management company when the Fund exceeds its objectives. They 

are therefore charged to the fund.  

• Account transactions fees, which are charged to the fund.

Swing-pricing mechanism 

Groupama Asset Management has implemented a swing pricing mechanism. 

Swing pricing serves to ensure that fund shareholders do not bear the portfolio trading costs necessary to honour 

subscriptions and redemptions, by allocating some or all of these costs to the investors who subscribe or redeem 

shares. Swing pricing does not exempt the Management Company from its obligations in respect of best execution, 

cash management, asset eligibility or fund valuation. Other than some minor administrative costs swing pricing may 

entail, its use does not increase the fund’s costs, but simply reallocates costs between shareholders.  
 

Swing pricing serves to adjust the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. The swing factor represents 

an estimation of the supply/demand discrepancies of the assets in which the Sub-fund is invested, and possibly of the 

transaction expenses and taxes the Sub-fund incurs when it buys and/or sells the underlying assets. The swing 

mechanism trigger level and the amplitude of the swing of the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes 

are specific to the sub-fund and are revised by Swing Price Committee, which means quarterly. This committee may 

modify swing pricing parameters at any time, and in particular during financial market crises. 
 

The Fund’s Board of Directors decides whether a partial swing or a full swing is necessary. In the case of a partial 

swing, the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes will be increased or decreased when net 

subscriptions or redemptions respectively exceed a certain threshold (the ‘swing threshold’), which the Board of 

Directors sets for each Sub-fund. 
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In the case of a full swing, no swing threshold will be applied. The swing factor will have the following effects on 

subscriptions and redemptions: 
 

1) If a Sub-fund is in a positive net subscription situation on a given Valuation Day (i.e. the value of subscriptions 

exceeds the value of redemptions and also exceeds the swing threshold, if applicable), the swing factor will be applied 

to increase the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 
 

2) If a Sub-fund is in a positive net redemption situation on a given Valuation Day (i.e. the value of redemptions 

exceeds the value of subscriptions and also exceeds the swing factor, if applicable), the swing factor will be applied to 

decrease the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 

When the swing pricing method is used, the volatility of the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes may 

not reflect the portfolio's actual performance (and thus deviate from the Sub-fund's benchmark index).

For the period from 30/09/2022 to 29/09/2023 

 

This fiscal year was quite similar to the previous year. The world's central banks had to fight inflation, which peaked in 

October 2022 at 10.2% in the eurozone. The main central banks accordingly maintained their hawkish language and 

restrictive monetary policies. The ECB and US Federal Reserve sharply increased their key interest rates (by 325 and 

225 bps respectively) and ended their asset purchase programmes. 

From 30/09/2022 to 29/09/2023, the Barclays Euro Agg Corporate index posted a total return of 3.65%, which breaks 

down as follows:  

– by sector: Financials (+4.24%) and Industrial (+3%)  

- by credit rating: A (+2.83%) and BBB (+4.63%)  

- by seniority: Senior (+3.33%), Financial Sub Only (+6.12%) and Hybrid Non Financial (+8.12%).  

 

Investment management of the G Fund Crédit Euro ISR fund 

 

October 

The fund outperformed its benchmark in October largely thanks to the residual beta resulting from its preference for 

financials over corporates and for BBB over AA. 

We participated in the primary market by buying the Suez green bond 2028 with a Moody's rating of BBB. 

 

November 

Over the month we were active in the primary market with the aim of bringing the fund's beta back into positive 

territory. We focused on quality issuers in defensive sectors, such as Schneider Electric 10Y (A- with a 99.14 ESG 

rating) and Iberdrola's 10Y BBB+ rated green bond. We sold securities with relatively low yields to maturity. 

 

December 

After the ECB's meeting, we further increased our underweight interest-rate exposure, mainly by selling futures on 

German 10-year Bund futures. We participated in Société Générale's 8-year NPS bond issue with an internal ESG 

rating of 89/100, despite the primary market's sudden shutdown for the festive season. The fund's outperformance 

over the month is mainly attributable to its yield-curve positioning. 

 

January 

The fund's residual beta enabled it to slightly outperform its benchmark. We also strengthened the portfolio's credit 

component by participating in the primary market, which saw record issuance. For example, we bought the Bank of 

Ireland’s 2028 Senior green bond issue, which offered a Basel rating of BBB and subsequently narrowed by about 50 

bp, and BKIR, with a quintile 2 internal ESG score and an environmental pillar of 93/100.  

 

February 

We maintained our underweight exposure to fixed income and increased our duration time spread on credit. We 

mainly bought bonds on the primary IG market in euros, such as the new Enel 8Y Sustainability Linked bond with 

carbon emissions criteria. Enel is an Italian multi-service energy group (electricity, water and gas) which operates on a 

global scale. The issuer's internal ESG rating is 98.18 on a scale of 100 with very strong S and G pillars. 

 

March 

We maintained our overexposure to high-quality financials (i.e. "national champions") despite the turmoil surrounding 

the very specific cases of SVB and Crédit Suisse. We maintained our underweight interest-rate exposure relative to 

our benchmark, as we believe that fighting inflation would continue to be a key objective of the central banks. 

 

April 

Over the month we sought to increase our overweight in high-quality European senior bank bonds. We participated 

in two new primary market issues: BPCE Senior 2026 (76/100 ESG rating) and ABN 2028 T3 (96/100 ESG rating). We 

maintained our overweight duration time spread on the asset class. The fund's performance was almost identical to 

that of its benchmark. 

 

May 

In May we actively participated in the primary market for euro-denominated IG credit. Our main purchases were the 

new issues of the Stora Enso 2029 green bond (ESG rating 89/100) and BPCE LT2 call 5Y 2028 T3 (ESG rating 

76/100). We maintained our overweight duration time spread on the asset class. The fund's overweight in financials 

(and in subordinated notes in particular) enabled it to outperform its benchmark over the month. 
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June 

We decided to reduce our underweight duration by buying German 10-year Bund futures. We also sold some 

holdings to actively participate in primary market issues. For example, we bought Daimler Truck 2026 (ESG 72/100) 

and EDP 2028 (ESG 99/100). 

 

July 

We decided to reduce our underweight duration by buying German 10-year Bund futures. We also sold some 

holdings to participate in primary market issues. Nous avons par exemple acheté la nouvelle obligation DS Smith 2027 

noté 94/100 en ESG avec la notation interne. 

 

August  

We decided to reduce our underweight duration by buying German 10-year Bund futures. We also sold some 

holdings to participate in primary market issues.

September 

We participated actively in the primary market, but sold off positions to avoid adding risk to our portfolio. Our 

purchases included the new issue of Sartorius (Bio-Pharm) (-12 bps), and the green bond of the Finnish telecom 

operator Elisa (-5bps).

Over the period, the net asset value of IC units increased from €12,406.42 on 30/09/2022 to €12,951.34 on 29/09/2023, 

with the G Fund Crédit Euro ISR fund returning 4.39% vs. 3.65% for the benchmark index. 

 

Over the period, the net asset value of M units increased from €136.51 on 30/09/2022 to €142.60 on 29/09/2023, with the 

G Fund Crédit Euro ISR fund returning 4.46% vs. 3.65% for the benchmark index.

The intermediaries which the Investment Strategy Department uses for each major asset class are monitored every 

six months by the Broker Committee. The meetings of this committee are attended by the fund managers, financial 

analysts and middle-office staff. 

At each meeting, the list of approved intermediaries is updated and a trading limit (a percentage of assets under 

management) is set for each intermediary. 

This list is updated by voting on a selection of criteria, each of which is weighted by the committee. Each person’s 

vote on each criterion is attributed the weight decided by the committee. A report on the committee's decisions is 

drafted and distributed. 

In the interim between two Broker Committee meetings, a new intermediary may be used for a specific transaction, 

provided that this intermediary is expressly approved by the Head of Management Strategies.  

This intermediary may or may not be validated at the next Broker Committee meeting. Each month, fund managers 

are provided with an updated table that shows the amount of business done with each intermediary relative to the 

percentage limit.  

If a limit is exceeded, the fund manager will receive an instruction to reduce business with the intermediary back 

below the limit. 

The above controls are used for level-three monitoring of compliance with the code of conduct.

Groupama AM's Remuneration Policy 

 

1 – Qualitative information 

 

3.1. Background information  

 

Groupama Asset Management was approved as an AIFM by the AMF on 10 June 2014 and updated its Remuneration 

Policy beforehand to bring it into line with the requirements of the AIFM Directive. In early 2017, Groupama AM also 

aligned its Remuneration Policy with the UCITS 5 Directive and it was approved by the AMF on 7 April 2017. More 

recently, this Policy has integrated the obligations to take into account sustainability risks and MIFID II obligations. 

On 31 December 2022, Groupama Asset Management managed 93.5 billion euros of assets, of which AIF accounted 

for 17%, UCITS for 31% and investment mandates for 52%.  

Groupama Asset Management has drawn up a list of Identified Staff, i.e. employees who are considered to be "risk 

takers" in accordance with the AMF's guidelines. This list includes primarily the following: 

- The members of the Management Board 

- The head of Internal Auditing 

- The heads of Compliance and Internal Control  

- The heads of the Management Strategy teams 

- Fund managers and management assistants 

- The Chief Economist 

- The head of Financial Engineering 

- The head of the trading desk and traders 

- The head of Sales and the sales teams 

- The heads of the following support functions: 

• Operations 

• Sales/Marketing 

• Marketing  

• IT 

 

For many years, Groupama Asset Management's remuneration structure has applied equally to all staff members. 

There are three levels of remuneration:  

- Fixed salary 

- Individual variable remuneration 

- Collective variable remuneration (bonuses and profit-sharing). 

Every year, Groupama Asset Management compares the various components of its employees’ remunerations with 

market standards to make sure they are competitive and well balanced. It checks in particular that the fixed 

component of remuneration is a sufficiently high proportion of the total remuneration. 

 

3.2. Remuneration components 
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3.2.1. Fixed salary  

The fixed component of an employee's remuneration is determined when the employee is hired on the basis of the 

employee's position and responsibilities and the remuneration paid in the market for people in equivalent positions. It 

is reviewed annually or when the employee assumes a new position, and may be increased at this time. 

 

3.2.2.  Individual variable remuneration  

Individual variable remuneration depends on the employee's job and level of responsibility. It is not systematically 

granted, is highly flexible and is based on a formally documented evaluation during the annual performance review 

interview. This evaluation is designed to measure:  

- to what extent the quantitative, qualitative and possibly managerial objectives set at the start of each year were 

achieved; 

- the employee’s day-to-day performance in his or her job.  

 

The evaluation of the above is used to determine the employee’s overall level of performance for the year and to 

grant an amount of variable remuneration that is commensurate with this performance. 

 

3.2.3. Performance evaluation 

Managers set objectives for each of their staff members in accordance with the company’s strategy and its 

implementation in the manager’s department. Each objective is weighted in accordance with its relative importance. 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the following rules must be observed:  

 

- All managers must have a managerial objective 

- An employee cannot have only quantitative objectives  

▪ Quantitative objectives may account for 60% to 70% of the objectives of salespeople and managers (except in 

certain cases, such as some junior and manager positions which involve more sales-related work).  

▪ The performance objectives of fund managers must be achieved over multiple years (1-year and 3-year 

performance) and in compliance with the rules that apply to asset management (and in particular the ESG 

framework, which consists of Groupama AM's Coal Policy and the Major ESG Risks Policy. 

▪ The performance objectives of salespeople must reflect their ability to ensure client loyalty. 

 

- Qualitative objectives serve to: 

▪ Limit the importance of strictly financial performance 

▪ Account for such behaviour as risk taking, consideration of the client’s and the company’s interests, observing 

procedures and being a good team member. 

 

- The objectives of employees in risk, internal control and compliance functions are set independently of the 

objectives of the business lines these employees monitor and/or validate. 

 

The objectives and overall performance of employees are assessed using criteria that are validated by the Groupama 

Group’s Human Resources Department, which oversees the evaluation process and the performance evaluation tools 

of the Group’s companies.  

 

3.2.3.1.  Calculation and awarding of variable remuneration 

The group must validate the annual budget for the variable remuneration to be granted the following year. On the 

basis of the company’s projected earnings and above all its fund inflows and the performance of its management, 

Groupama Asset Management’s senior management proposes a variable remuneration budget to Group senior 

management. Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the amount proposed must take into account the 

company’s risk exposure. This amount may therefore be reduced if the company's performance adversely affects 

Groupama AM's solvency. 

 

The Human Resources Department monitors the consistency and fairness of the amounts of variable remuneration 

that managers propose for their staff. It makes sure in particular that these amounts are consistent with performance 

evaluations and if necessary may submit a different amount for the manager’s approval. 

 

Groupama Asset Management does not pay guaranteed variable remuneration, except on an exceptional basis when 

recruiting certain employees. Such guaranteed variable remuneration is strictly limited to one year and is usually paid 

after a trial period. 

 

3.2.3.2.  Payment of variable remuneration 

Individual variable remuneration for a given year is usually paid the following year in March. 
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However, pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, if the variable remuneration that is granted to an employee 

who is a member of Identified Staff exceeds the amount validated by Groupama Asset Management's Remuneration 

Committee, it must be split into the following two parts:  

 

- The first part is announced and irrevocably granted to the employee immediately after the performance 

evaluation period. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual variable remuneration and is paid in 

cash, generally in March of the following year. 

- The second part is announced but its vesting is deferred. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual 

variable remuneration. It is paid in instalments of one third in the second, third and fourth years following the 

year of granting and is subject to a clawback provision. It is indexed to a basket of funds that are representative 

of the management strategy entrusted to the employee, or in the case of employees whose jobs are not directly 

related to the management of one or more investment portfolios, are representative of Groupama Asset 

Management’s overall investment strategy. 

 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, Groupama Asset Management has implemented a clawback 

arrangement whereby the granting and payment of the deferred portion of variable remuneration may be reduced if 

the employee's performance adversely affects Groupama Asset Management's solvency. Such reductions for a given 

fiscal year will be uniformly applied to all Identified Staff members who were eligible for deferred variable 

remuneration that year. Reductions of variable remuneration must be decided by senior management and validated by 

the Remuneration Committee. 

 

There is also a behaviour-based individual penalty system to sanction fraud, dishonesty, serious fault or risk-taking 

behaviour that is ungoverned or inconsistent with the relevant investment strategy or sustainability policy. General 

Management may propose that the Remuneration Committee also apply this penalty to the supervisor(s) of the 

person sanctioned. 

 

3.2.4.  Collective variable remuneration  

Every permanent or temporary employee who has worked for the company for at least three months in a given fiscal 

year is entitled to receive collective variable remuneration consisting of a bonus and a share of the group’s profits. 

The total collective variable remuneration paid by Groupama AM is allocated between the eligible employees mainly in 

proportion to their annual gross remuneration. Groupama Asset Management tops up the amounts that employees 

invest in their PEE employee savings plans and PERCO collective pension plans up to the maximum amount specified 

in the agreements on these plans.  

 

3.3. Remuneration governance 

 

Groupama Asset Management set up its Remuneration Committee in 2011. In compliance with the AIFM and UCITS 

V directives, this committee has four members, two of whom are independent, including the committee's chair, who 

has the casting vote. 

The members of the Remuneration Committee are:  

- Eric Pinon, Chair  

- Muriel Faure 

- Cyril Roux  

- Cécile Daubignard 

 

The role of the Remuneration Committee is to:  

o Oversee the implementation of the Remuneration Policy and any changes made thereto 

o Make recommendations on the fixed and variable remuneration of the members of the Management Committee 

and on variable remunerations that exceed 100% of an employee’s fixed salary 

o Oversee the remuneration of the employees in charge of the risk management and compliance functions 

o Make recommendations on the remuneration of Groupama Asset Management’s senior executive officers 

o Assess the procedure and arrangements adopted to assure that: 

✓ the remuneration system addresses all risk categories, including sustainability and liquidity risks, and 

the amount of assets under management; 

✓ the policy is compatible with the management company's business strategy, objectives, values and 

interests. 

o Assess a number of scenarios to test how the remuneration system responds to future external and internal 

events and perform ex-post checks. 

 

3.4. The people responsible for granting remuneration at Groupama Asset Management 
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Aside from the Remuneration Committee (see above), which oversees the implementation of the Remuneration 

Policy, the people responsible for granting remuneration are:  

- Mirela Agache, CEO of Groupama Asset Management 

- Adeline Buisson, Groupama Asset Management's Head of Human Resources. 

 

3.5. Findings of the annual internal, central and independent auditing of Groupama Asset Management’s 

Remuneration Policy and its implementation 

 

In 2022, Groupama Asset Management’s Internal Audit department audited the Remuneration Policy in accordance 

with regulatory requirements. This audit found that the remuneration policy was correctly implemented and found no 

significant errors or anomalies. The recommendations subsequent to the audit conducted in late 2021 have been 

implemented. Four recommendations were made by the Internal Audit Department and adopted by the 

Remuneration Committee. None of these recommendations calls into question Groupama Asset Management's 

current procedures for indexing deferred variable remuneration. 

 

 

4. Quantitative information

The annual accounts are presented in accordance with ANC Regulation No. 2014-01, as amended. 

 

The following general accounting principles are observed: 

- true and fair view, comparability, on-going concern 

- compliance and fairness 

- conservatism 

- consistency of accounting methods. 

 

Interest on fixed-income securities is recognised on an accrual basis. 

 

The recognition of purchases and sales of securities does not include fees and charges. 

The portfolio's accounting currency is the euro. 

The fiscal year is 12 months long. 

 

Asset valuation rules 

 

Valuation methods  
 

 Securities traded on a French or foreign regulated market 

• Securities traded in the eurozone and Europe: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Asia-Pacific region: 

=> most recent price on the valuation day. 

• Securities traded in the Americas region: 

=> most recent price the day before the valuation day. 
 

A security whose price was not observed on the valuation day is valued at the most recent officially published price. A 

security whose price has been adjusted is valued at its probable market value, under the responsibility of the fund 

manager or the management company. 
 

Foreign securities that are not denominated in euros are converted into their value in euros at the exchange rate 

published in Paris on the valuation day. 
 

 Securities that are not traded on a regulated market 

• Unlisted securities are valued at their likely market value under the responsibility of the fund manager or the 

management company. These valuations were provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing purposes. 

• Securities traded on an unregulated market (such as an OTC market) are valued at the most recent price 

observed on this market. 
 

 Fund securities, shares and units 

These are valued at the last known net asset value. 
 

 Negotiable debt securities (TCN) 

Negotiable debt securities (short term and medium term, commercial paper and notes issued by financial 

companies and specialised financial institutions) are valued in accordance with the following rules:  

•  at the price of transactions in the market  

•  In the absence of a significant market price, using an actuarial method and the reference interest rate of 

equivalent securities, with an additional margin, if necessary, to account for the issuer's intrinsic characteristics.  
 

 Over-the-counter transactions 

Transactions that are conducted on an over-the-counter market that is approved pursuant to the regulations that 

apply to collective investment undertakings are valued at their market value.  
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 Futures and options transactions 

• Futures traded on derivatives markets are valued at the day's settlement price. 

• Options traded on derivatives markets are valued at the day's closing price. 
 

 Securities financing transactions 

 

• Temporary acquisitions of securities 

Securities acquired under repurchase agreements and borrowed securities are booked in the buyer's portfolio as 

"Receivables on reverse repos and borrowed securities" at the amount stipulated in the agreement plus the interest 

receivable. 
 

•  Temporary disposals of securities 

Securities disposed of under repurchase agreements and lent securities are booked in the seller's portfolio at their 

current market value. 

The payable on securities disposed of under a repurchase agreement and on lent securities is booked in the seller's 

portfolio at the contractual value plus accrued interest. When the contract is settled, the interest paid or received is 

recognised as receivables income. 
 

• Collateral and margin calls 

Collateral received is valued at its mark-to-market price. 

Daily variation margins are calculated by determining the difference between the valuation of the market price of the 

collateral provided and the valuation of the market price of the collateralised instruments. 

In general, financial instruments for which a price is not observed on the valuation date or whose price has been 

corrected are valued at their most likely trading value under the responsibility of the fund's board of directors or 

management board, if the fund is a SICAV fund, or under the responsibility of the management company if the fund is 

an FCP fund. These valuations and their justifications must be provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing 

purposes.

Swing-pricing mechanism 
Groupama Asset Management has implemented a swing pricing mechanism. 
Swing pricing serves to ensure that fund shareholders do not bear the portfolio trading costs necessary to honour 

subscriptions and redemptions, by allocating some or all of these costs to the investors who subscribe or redeem 

shares. Swing pricing does not exempt the Management Company from its obligations in respect of best execution, 

cash management, asset eligibility or fund valuation. Other than some minor administrative costs swing pricing may 

entail, its use does not increase the fund’s costs, but simply reallocates costs between shareholders. ce mécanisme se 

traduit uniquement par une répartition des coûts différente entre les porteurs. 
 
Swing pricing serves to adjust the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. This swing factor is an 

estimate of the differences between the supply and demand for the assets in which the Sub-fund is invested, and 

possibly of the various transaction costs, taxes and related expenses incurred by the Sub-fund when purchasing and/or 

selling the underlying assets. The swing mechanism trigger level and the amplitude of the swing of the net asset value 

of each of the sub-fund’s share classes are specific to the sub-fund and are revised by Swing Price Committee, which 

means quarterly. This committee may modify swing pricing parameters at any time, and in particular during financial 

market crises. 
 
The Fund’s Board of Directors decides whether a partial swing or a full swing is necessary. In the case of a partial 

swing, the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes will be increased or decreased when net 

subscriptions or redemptions respectively exceed a certain threshold (the ‘swing threshold’), which the Board of 

Directors sets for each Sub-fund.  
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In the case of a full swing, no swing threshold will be applied. The swing factor will have the following effects on 

subscriptions and redemptions: 
 
1) If, on a given Valuation Day, a Sub-fund is in a positive net subscription situation (i.e. the value of subscriptions 

exceeds the value of redemptions and also exceeds the swing threshold, if applicable), the swing factor will be applied 

to increase the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 
 
2) If a Sub-fund is in a positive net redemption situation on a given Valuation Day (i.e. the value of redemptions 

exceeds the value of subscriptions and also exceeds the swing factor, if applicable), the swing factor will be applied to 

decrease the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes. 
 
When the swing pricing method is used, the volatility of the net asset value of each of the sub-fund’s share classes may 

not reflect the portfolio's actual performance (and thus deviate from the Sub-fund's benchmark index).

Financial markets 

 

The last quarter of 2022 was marked by renewed optimism in financial markets. US inflation figures and economic 

indicators for December revived expectations that central banks would adopt a more accommodating stance and the 

belief that both inflation and interest rates had peaked, while the confirmation that China would end its zero-Covid 

policy improved visibility on the country's growth prospects. Investors were regaining their appetite for risk when 

2023 got underway, in light of the acceleration of growth, the fall of natural gas prices in Europe which pushed back the 

threat of inflation, China’s rapid reopening of its economy, and the resilience of US consumer spending. However, their 

optimism was brutally crushed in March, with the collapse of Silicon Valley Bank in the US and Credit Suisse's 

subsequent problems in Europe. As a result, bonds rallied, volatility soared and equities were hit hard, particularly in 

Europe where banks are more exposed to the economy and equity markets compared to their US counterparts. These 

concerns proved to be short-lived, as risk assets quickly recovered once the crisis was brought under control and 

investors were reassured by the banking sector's solid fundamentals. Equity markets remained buoyant up until August 

2023, as the marked acceleration of US economic growth reduced the threat of recession and investors became 

excited about the prospects for AI, which boosted the share prices of the major tech stocks. From mid-August 

onwards, the buoyant economy started to weigh on both equity and fixed-income markets. Inflation continued to 

accelerate, forcing central banks to maintain their hawkish rhetoric, as evidenced by Jerome Powell's speech at Jackson 

Hole.  

Although the fiscal year ended on a down note, the fact remains that the economy's resilience and solid corporate 

earnings enabled equity markets to make a strong comeback over the period under review; from 17/11/2022 to 

30/9/2023 (MSCI Europe +8.6%, S&P +10.2%, Nasdaq +19.5%, Nikkei +16.5% AND MSCI Asia ex-Japon +2.4%). 

 

Portfolio contributors and detractors and changes over the period 

 

Over the period from the fund's inception on 17/11/2022 to 30/09/2023, the fund underperformed its benchmark 

index (MSCI World Healthcare EUR), mainly as a result of its stock-picking in the sectors of medical equipment and life 

science tools (mainly bioprocessing and R&D equipment). In the medical equipment sector, our investments in Insulet 

(insulin pumps, USA) and Dexcom (continuous glucose monitors, USA) weighed on performance as the adoption of 

GLP-1 caused investors to turn away from companies with exposure to diabetes. Diasorin (Europe, diagnostics) was 

also a negative contributor to performance, due to the decline in the demand for Covid-related diagnostics and 

difficulty in integrating a recent acquisition. In the life science tools sector, Sartorius Stedim (bioprocessing, Europe) 

was also a detractor, due to the long-term impact of Covid-related overstocking on demand and to supply chain issues. 

Positive contributors to performance were our underweight position in pharmaceuticals (mainly our decision not to 

invest in Pfizer and Johnson & Johnson) and our stock-picking, particularly our overweight position in Eli Lilly, which 

benefited from demand for GLP-1 and positive expectations for its Alzheimer's treatment. In biotechnology, our 

investment in Horizon Therapeutics also contributed positively, thanks to Amgen's takeover bid, as did our investment 

in Regeneron Pharmaceuticals, which held up well over the period thanks to the success of the high-dose version of its 

treatment for macular degeneration. 

 

We added a number of new investments to our portfolio over the period, such as Biogen (after its Alzheimer's drug 

was approved mid-year), Madrigal Pharmaceuticals (positive clinical trials for NASH treatment with regulatory approval 

expected) and Alnylam (a leading RNA silencing technology). We also added to our positions in Argenx (biotech for 

autoimmune diseases, Europe), Intuitive Surgical (robotic surgery, USA) and Boston Scientific (medical technology, 

USA). Conversely, we reduced our positions in Sartorius Stedim, Danaher and Ionis Pharmaceuticals. We also sold our 

investments in Carl Zeiss, Amplifon and Diasorin. Among our diversification holdings (which are not strictly in the 

healthcare sector but make a positive contribution to SDG 3 and/or SDG 9), we exited DSM and Corbion in view of 

cost pressures and macroeconomic headwinds. We also sold Medical Properties Trust (nursing homes/real estate, USA) 

and Yakult (probiotics, Japan); the latter for ESG reasons. 
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Over the period, the net asset value of the NC unit rose from EUR 100 on 17/11/2022 to EUR 95.66 on 29/09/2023. 

The performance of G Fund Health & Wellness (N) was -4.34% (net dividends reinvested) compared with -1.39% for 

the benchmark index (MSCI World Health Care close €, net dividends reinvested).

BROKER AND TRANSACTION FEES

FINANCIAL INTERMEDIARIES 

The intermediaries which the Investment Strategy Department uses for each major asset class are monitored every 

six months by the Broker Committee. The meetings of this committee are attended by the fund managers, financial 

analysts and middle-office staff. 

At each meeting, the list of approved intermediaries is updated and a trading limit (a percentage of assets under 

management) is set for each intermediary. 

This list is updated by voting on a selection of criteria, each of which is weighted by the committee. Each person’s 

vote on each criterion is attributed the weight decided by the committee. A report on the committee's decisions is 

drafted and distributed. 

In the interim between two Broker Committee meetings, a new intermediary may be used for a specific transaction, 

provided that this intermediary is expressly approved by the Head of Management Strategies.  

This intermediary may or may not be validated at the next Broker Committee meeting. Each month, fund managers 

are provided with an updated table that shows the amount of business done with each intermediary relative to the 

percentage limit.  

If a limit is exceeded, the fund manager will receive an instruction to reduce business with the intermediary back 

below the limit. 

The above controls are used for level-three monitoring of compliance with the code of conduct. 

 

 

INTERMEDIATION FEES 

Each year Groupama Asset Management reports on the intermediation fees it paid the previous year. This document 

is available on its website at www.groupama-am.fr.

Groupama AM's Remuneration Policy 

 

1 – Qualitative information 

 

4.1. Background information  

 

Groupama Asset Management was approved as an AIFM by the AMF on 10 June 2014 and updated its Remuneration 

Policy beforehand to bring it into line with the requirements of the AIFM Directive. In early 2017, Groupama AM also 

aligned its Remuneration Policy with the UCITS 5 Directive and it was approved by the AMF on 7 April 2017. More 

recently, this Policy has integrated the obligations to take into account sustainability risks and MIFID II obligations. 

On 31 December 2022, Groupama Asset Management managed 93.5 billion euros of assets, of which AIF accounted 

for 17%, UCITS for 31% and investment mandates for 52%.  

Groupama Asset Management has drawn up a list of Identified Staff, i.e. employees who are considered to be "risk 

takers" in accordance with the AMF's guidelines. This list includes primarily the following: 

- The members of the Management Board 

- The head of Internal Auditing 

- The heads of Compliance and Internal Control  

- The heads of the Management Strategy teams 

- Fund managers and management assistants 

- The Chief Economist 

- The head of Financial Engineering 

- The head of the trading desk and traders 

- The head of Sales and the sales teams 

- The heads of the following support functions: 

• Operations 

• Sales/Marketing 

• Marketing  

• IT 

 

For many years, Groupama Asset Management's remuneration structure has applied equally to all staff members. 

There are three levels of remuneration:  

- Fixed salary 

- Individual variable remuneration 

- Collective variable remuneration (bonuses and profit-sharing). 

Every year, Groupama Asset Management compares the various components of its employees’ remunerations with 

market standards to make sure they are competitive and well balanced. It checks in particular that the fixed 

component of remuneration is a sufficiently high proportion of the total remuneration. 

 

4.2. Remuneration components 
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4.2.1. Fixed salary  

The fixed component of an employee's remuneration is determined when the employee is hired on the basis of the 

employee's position and responsibilities and the remuneration paid in the market for people in equivalent positions. It 

is reviewed annually or when the employee assumes a new position, and may be increased at this time. 

 

4.2.2.  Individual variable remuneration  

Individual variable remuneration depends on the employee's job and level of responsibility. It is not systematically 

granted, is highly flexible and is based on a formally documented evaluation during the annual performance review 

interview. This evaluation is designed to measure:  

- to what extent the quantitative, qualitative and possibly managerial objectives set at the start of each year were 

achieved; 

- the employee’s day-to-day performance in his or her job.  

 

The evaluation of the above is used to determine the employee’s overall level of performance for the year and to 

grant an amount of variable remuneration that is commensurate with this performance. 

 

4.2.3. Performance evaluation 

Managers set objectives for each of their staff members in accordance with the company’s strategy and its 

implementation in the manager’s department. Each objective is weighted in accordance with its relative importance. 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the following rules must be observed:  

 

- All managers must have a managerial objective 

- An employee cannot have only quantitative objectives  

▪ Quantitative objectives may account for 60% to 70% of the objectives of salespeople and managers (except in 

certain cases, such as some junior and manager positions which involve more sales-related work).  

▪ The performance objectives of fund managers must be achieved over multiple years (1-year and 3-year 

performance) and in compliance with the rules that apply to asset management (and in particular the ESG 

framework, which consists of Groupama AM's Coal Policy and the Major ESG Risks Policy). 

▪ The performance objectives of salespeople must reflect their ability to ensure client loyalty. 

 

- Qualitative objectives serve to: 

▪ Limit the importance of strictly financial performance 

▪ Account for such behaviour as risk taking, consideration of the client’s and the company’s interests, observing 

procedures and being a good team member. 

 

- The objectives of employees in risk, internal control and compliance functions are set independently of the 

objectives of the business lines these employees monitor and/or validate. 

 

The objectives and overall performance of employees are assessed using criteria that are validated by the Groupama 

Group’s Human Resources Department, which oversees the evaluation process and the performance evaluation tools 

of the Group’s companies.  

 

4.2.3.1.  Calculation and awarding of variable remuneration 

The group must validate the annual budget for the variable remuneration to be granted the following year. On the 

basis of the company’s projected earnings and above all its fund inflows and the performance of its management, 

Groupama Asset Management’s senior management proposes a variable remuneration budget to Group senior 

management. Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, the amount proposed must take into account the 

company’s risk exposure. This amount may therefore be reduced if the company's performance adversely affects 

Groupama AM's solvency. 

 

The Human Resources Department monitors the consistency and fairness of the amounts of variable remuneration 

that managers propose for their staff. It makes sure in particular that these amounts are consistent with performance 

evaluations and if necessary may submit a different amount for the manager’s approval. 

 

Groupama Asset Management does not pay guaranteed variable remuneration, except on an exceptional basis when 

recruiting certain employees. Such guaranteed variable remuneration is strictly limited to one year and is usually paid 

after a trial period. 

 

4.2.3.2.  Payment of variable remuneration 

Individual variable remuneration for a given year is usually paid the following year in March.

However, pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, if the variable remuneration that is granted to an employee 

who is a member of Identified Staff exceeds the amount validated by Groupama Asset Management's Remuneration 

Committee, it must be split into the following two parts:  

 

- The first part is announced and irrevocably granted to the employee immediately after the performance 

evaluation period. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual variable remuneration and is paid in 

cash, generally in March of the following year. 

- The second part is announced but its vesting is deferred. This part accounts for 50% of the employee's individual 

variable remuneration. It is paid in instalments of one third in the second, third and fourth years following the 

year of granting and is subject to a clawback provision. It is indexed to a basket of funds that are representative 

of the management strategy entrusted to the employee, or in the case of employees whose jobs are not directly 

related to the management of one or more investment portfolios, are representative of Groupama Asset 

Management’s overall investment strategy. 

 

Pursuant to the AIFM and UCITS V directives, Groupama Asset Management has implemented a clawback 

arrangement whereby the granting and payment of the deferred portion of variable remuneration may be reduced if 

the employee's performance adversely affects Groupama Asset Management's solvency. Such reductions for a given 

fiscal year will be uniformly applied to all Identified Staff members who were eligible for deferred variable 

remuneration that year. Reductions of variable remuneration must be decided by senior management and validated by 

the Remuneration Committee. 

 

There is also a behaviour-based individual penalty system to sanction fraud, dishonesty, serious fault or risk-taking 

behaviour that is ungoverned or inconsistent with the relevant investment strategy or sustainability policy. General 

Management may propose that the Remuneration Committee also apply this penalty to the supervisor(s) of the 

person sanctioned. 

 

4.2.4.  Collective variable remuneration  

Every permanent or temporary employee who has worked for the company for at least three months in a given fiscal 

year is entitled to receive collective variable remuneration consisting of a bonus and a share of the group’s profits. 

The total collective variable remuneration paid by Groupama AM is allocated between the eligible employees mainly in 

proportion to their annual gross remuneration. Groupama Asset Management tops up the amounts that employees 

invest in their PEE employee savings plans and PERCO collective pension plans up to the maximum amount specified 

in the agreements on these plans.  

 

4.3. Remuneration governance 

 

Groupama Asset Management set up its Remuneration Committee in 2011. In compliance with the AIFM and UCITS 

V directives, this committee has four members, two of whom are independent, including the committee's chair, who 

has the casting vote. 

The members of the Remuneration Committee are:  

- Eric Pinon, Chair  

- Muriel Faure 

- Cyril Roux  

- Cécile Daubignard 

 

The role of the Remuneration Committee is to:  

o Oversee the implementation of the Remuneration Policy and any changes made thereto 

o Make recommendations on the fixed and variable remuneration of the members of the Management Committee 

and on variable remunerations that exceed 100% of an employee’s fixed salary 

o Oversee the remuneration of the employees in charge of the risk management and compliance functions 

o Make recommendations on the remuneration of Groupama Asset Management’s senior executive officers 

o Assess the procedure and arrangements adopted to assure that: 

✓ the remuneration system addresses all risk categories, including sustainability and liquidity risks, and 

the amount of assets under management; 

✓ the policy is compatible with the management company's business strategy, objectives, values and 

interests. 

o Assess a number of scenarios to test how the remuneration system responds to future external and internal 

events and perform ex-post checks.

4.5. Findings of the annual internal, central and independent auditing of Groupama Asset Management’s 

Remuneration Policy and its implementation 

 

In 2022, Groupama Asset Management’s Internal Audit department audited the Remuneration Policy in accordance 

with regulatory requirements. This audit found that the remuneration policy was correctly implemented and found no 

significant errors or anomalies. The recommendations subsequent to the audit conducted in late 2021 have been 

implemented. Four recommendations were made by the Internal Audit Department and adopted by the 

Remuneration Committee. None of these recommendations calls into question Groupama Asset Management's 

current procedures for indexing deferred variable remuneration.

1. ACCOUNTING RULES AND METHODS 
 
 

 

 
 

 
 

The annual accounts are presented in accordance with ANC Regulation No. 2014-01, as amended. 

 

The following general accounting principles are observed: 

- true and fair view, comparability, on-going concern 

- compliance and fairness 

- conservatism 

- consistency of accounting methods. 

 

Interest on fixed-income securities is recognised on a cash basis. 

 

The recognition of purchases and sales of securities does not include fees and charges. 

The portfolio's accounting currency is the euro. 

The first fiscal period, which ended on 29 September 2023, was only 10 months and 14 days long. 

 

Asset valuation rules 

 

Valuation methods 
 

Securities traded on a French or foreign regulated market 
 

French and European securities and other foreign securities traded on the Paris Bourse: 
Equities: the most recent price of the valuation day. 
Bonds: the most recent price of the valuation day. 
A security whose price was not observed on the valuation day is valued at the most recent officially published price. A 

security whose price has been adjusted is valued at its probable market value, under the responsibility of the sub-fund 

manager or the management company. 
Foreign securities that are not denominated in euros are converted into their value in euros at the exchange rate 

published in Paris on the valuation day. 
 

Securities that are not traded on a regulated market 
 

Unlisted securities are valued at their likely market value under the responsibility of the sub-fund manager or the 

management company. These valuations were provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing purposes. 
 
Securities traded on an unregulated market (such as an OTC market) are valued at the most recent price observed on 

this market. 
 
Shares and units in investment funds 
 

Shares or units in collective investment undertakings (CIU) are valued at their last known net asset value. 
 

Negotiable debt securities (TCN) 
 

Negotiable debt securities (short term and medium term, commercial paper and notes issued by financial companies 

and specialised financial institutions) are valued in accordance with the following rules: 
 

at the price of transactions in the market 
 

In the absence of a significant market price, using an actuarial method and the reference interest rate of equivalent 

securities, with an additional margin, if necessary, to account for the issuer's intrinsic characteristics. 
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Over-the-counter transactions 
 

Transactions that are conducted on an over-the-counter market that is approved pursuant to the regulations that 

apply to collective investment undertakings are valued at their market value. 
 

Futures and options transactions 
 

Futures traded on derivatives markets are valued at the valuation day's settlement price. 
Options traded on derivatives markets are valued at the valuation day's closing price. 
 
Securities financing transactions 
 

Temporary acquisitions of securities 
Securities acquired under repurchase agreements and borrowed securities are booked in the buyer's portfolio as 

"Receivables on reverse repos and borrowed securities" at the amount stipulated in the agreement plus the interest 

receivable. 
Temporary disposals of securities 
Securities disposed of under repurchase agreements and lent securities are booked in the seller's portfolio at their 

current market value. 
 

The payable on securities disposed of under a repurchase agreement and on lent securities is booked in the seller's 

portfolio at the contractual value plus accrued interest. When the contract is settled, the interest paid or received is 

recognised as receivables income. 
Collateral and margin calls 
Collateral received is valued at its mark-to-market price. 
 

Daily variation margins are calculated by determining the difference between the valuation of the market price of the 

collateral provided and the valuation of the market price of the collateralised instruments. 
 

In general, financial instruments for which a price is not observed on the valuation date or whose price has been 

corrected are valued at their most likely trading value under the responsibility of the fund's board of directors or 

management board, if the fund is a SICAV fund, or under the responsibility of the management company if the fund is 

an FCP fund. These valuations and their justifications must be provided to the statutory auditor for its auditing 

purposes. 
 

Off-balance sheet commitments 
Futures are valued at their nominal value x quantity x settlement price x (currency) 
Options are valued on the basis of their underlying assets 
Swaps are valued as follows: 

 
▪Hedging and non-hedging interest rate swaps 
▪The commitment is the nominal value plus the market price of the fixed leg (if FR/VR) or of the variable leg (if 

VR/FR). 

 
▪Other swaps 
▪The commitment is the nominal value plus the stock market value (if the fund has adopted the simplified valuation 

method). 
 
Management fees 

These fees include all fees charged directly to the sub-fund, except for transaction expenses. Transaction expenses 

include intermediary fees (e.g. brokerage fees, stock market taxes, etc.) and any transaction fee that may be charged, 

in particular by the custodian or the management company.  
 

The following fees and charges may also be charged:  

• Performance fees. These are paid to the management company when the sub-fund exceeds its objectives.

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How performance fees are determined 

 

• General principle 
 

The performance fee is provisioned at each net asset value calculation and is collected when the last net asset value 

for the fiscal year is established. 
 

The calculation method used is the so-called "daily variation" method, which adjusts the balance of the provision 

account at each net asset value calculation in accordance with the sub-fund's performance vs. the MSCI World Health 

Care index at closing in EUR with net dividends reinvested, since the previous net asset value. 
 

Whenever the sub-fund is valued, a reference net asset value is determined. It represents the sub-fund's assets 

adjusted for net subscriptions/redemptions and measured against the performance of the benchmark index since the 

last valuation. 
 

If, since the last net asset value, the sub-fund's net asset value net of all fees and expenses exceeds the reference 

NAV, 15% of this excess amount is added to the balance of the performance fee provision account. Conversely, in 

the event of an underperformance between two net asset values, the provision is reversed by the amount of 15% 

of the difference between the new NAV and the reference NAV. Since the balance of the provision account 

cannot be negative, the reversals cannot exceed the amount of previous provisions. However, a "theoretical" 

negative balance is recorded to ensure that a provision for future performance fees is not made until all prior 

under-performance has been made up for. 
 

When shares are redeemed, a portion of the provision for performance fees that is proportional to the number of 

shares redeemed accrues to the management company. 
 

In the event that no performance fee is provisioned at the end of the reference period, which is the case if the fund 

underperforms its benchmark, this underperformance will be carried over to the next fiscal year in accordance with 

the current provisioning calculations. Thus a performance fee provision can only be made for the new fiscal year 

once all past underperformance has been made up for. 
 

After five years with no performance fee paid (i.e. overall under-performance over a five-year period) under-

performance prior to this five-year period that has not been made up for is no longer included in the performance 

fee calculation, as shown in the second table below. 
 

Since the only calculation criterion for the performance fee is the fund's performance relative to the benchmark index, 

a performance fee may be charged even if the fund's absolute performance is negative.
